Make sure you are on a version of First Class that is 9.1 or greater.
a. Inthe First Class window, click on “Help”, then “About First Class Client”
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If you are not on 9.1 or greater, please visit http://www.firstclass.com, highlight “Resources” on

the top of the page, and click on “Download FirstClass Client.” After the download has
completed, locate and install First Class.

While in First Class, your email address is displayed in your “mailbox” window. Click on the

“Mailbox” menu on the left hand side, and on the right hand side your mailbox view should
open. Just underneath the “Find” box, your email address should be displayed.
